One of the easiest ways for butterflies to find a mate is by
being the most colourful. Colours allow butterflies to
recognise their own speciesin their busy habitat.

However for those species who are nocturnal (are active at
night), colours are not helpful because they can't seein the

dark. Instead they use chemical signaling to find mates,

kind of like a nice smelling perfume to attract the right type

of mate.
