1. Please provide a brief summary of the main reasons you are making a
submission.

NEOEN Goyder wind farm stage 1 and 2, and transmission line and all other 
NEOEN wind farm projects in all areas show no consideration for the area’s 
biodiversity. I question if NEOEN understands what biodiversity genuinely involves? 

This project shows no respect to the environmental groups who have put years of 
effort into the area to improve and preserve all aspects of biodiversity. 

These projects go against the ‘Recovery Plan for the Pygmy Bluetongue Lizard’, 
the ‘National Recovery Plan for the Iron-grass Natural Temperate Grassland of 
South Australia ecology community’ and ‘National Recovery Plan for the 
Peppermint Box Grassy Woodland of South Australia’. 

2. Are there other sites available for carrying out the proposed activity that would
result in no or less vegetation clearance and/or impacts on biodiversity? There
may be alternative sites on property owned by the applicant, or the applicant
could purchase or lease alternative land.

There should be a strategic assessment on the cumulative impact on the whole 
area and surrounding areas.  

3. How could the size, design or construction method of the proposed activity be
changed to prevent or reduce impacts on biodiversity? This may include
removing elements of the development that will have unacceptable impacts.

Biodiversity is more than one aspect of an area, and in that direct area. For 
example, the relationships between migrating birds that may not be in that all 
year, but rely on the water and nesting sites in the area.  
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4. What other actions could be undertaken by the applicant and its contractors
during the construction and undertaking of the proposed activity to prevent or
reduce impacts on biodiversity?

There is no action that can replace the impact that bulldozing and blasting have 
on the area. The construction of a windfarm over such large areas is more 
significant than the area that a turbine occupies. 

5. Are there any other measures that could be adopted by the applicant to
prevent or reduce clearance of native vegetation and/or impacts on
biodiversity?

Unfortunately, there is no replacement for the precious ecosystems that would be 
destroyed throughout these projects.  

6. Has the applicant adequately demonstrated how they will undertake the
ongoing monitoring and management of issues associated with the proposed
activity, such as weed and pest invasion? If not, what other actions should the
applicant commit to?

There is no consideration, or at least no documented consideration, of the 
timeframe it would take to rejuvenate and rebuild the ecosystem and biodiversity 
that has taken hundreds of years to develop. Replanting of vegetation replaces 
the presence of a tree, but not the hollows, root system, shade and branches that 
animals now rely on. Such features develop over years and years.  

7. Has the applicant adequately demonstrated that they can re-instate
vegetation as much as possible through restoration activities once the proposed
activity has ceased? If not, what other actions should the applicant commit to?

See above answer. 

8. Are there other opportunities for delivering the required Significant
Environmental Benefit offset (if applicable) that would produce better
environmental outcomes?
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9. Please provide any additional records or anecdotal evidence on the flora and
fauna located in the clearance area that the Native Vegetation Assessment
Panel should consider when reviewing the application.

Referring to the 3 recovery plans mentioned in question 1, there are many 
endangered species that rely on the ecosystem that these projects will be 
impacting. I again express my suggestion of a cumulative strategic assessment. 
The overall catalogue of flora and fauna is not communicated by NEOEN, and 
again does not consider the overall biodiversity that occupies the areas, at all 
times of the year.  

10. If you believe that clearance consent should not be granted, please outline
your reasons and provide any additional information available to support your
position.

The hilltops from Burra and heading south from Burra are the last preserved, or 
uncompromised regions for flora and fauna in the area as no chemicals and 
cultivation can reach.  

There should be a strategic assessment on the cumulative impact of wind farm 
projects proposed by NEOEN, before the applications are even considered by the 
panel. I strongly encourage that the recovery plans referred to in question one are 
reviewed, particularly page 13, part E (Known and Potential Threats) in ‘Recovery 
Plan for the Pygmy Bluetongue Lizard’.

NVAP noted the public submission and two further submissions 

received late on 25 October 2021.  Comments are made on the 

cumulative impacts in the region over time and the need for a 

broader strategic assessment.  Also of concern is the Pigmy 

Bluetongue, turbine impacts to birds, concern over nearby 

lagoons, and the active Wedgetail Eagle nest on an adjacent 

property (which EBS investigations did not identify).  

Adam Schutz noted that NEOEN have asked for alterations to the 

decision presented to NVAP.  The reference to building rules 

consent will be removed in the conditions, and the decision will 

be split into three (as per the initial application) for financing 

purposes.

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1. Grants consent to the clearance of 132.99 ha of native vegetation in the area shown on the

attached Decision Plan(s) 2021/3219/422 -1 of 2 for the purpose of construction Stage 1A of the
Goyder South Project.

2. Grants consent, subject to the following conditions, to the establishment of an SEB credit area
over 931.07 ha.

Reason for Decision: 

The clearance of native vegetation meets the requirements of Native Vegetation Regulat ion 12, 
Schedule 1; Clause 34. 

Conditions of approval 

This approval is subject to the conditions specified below. These conditions have been imposed to 
ensure that the impacts on native vegetation and biodiversity from approved clearance is 
adequately minimised and mitigated; 

1. The applicant must ensure that only native vegetation approved for removal in accordance
with this decision is removed. Prior to clearance commencing, the applicant must advise all
persons undertaking the vegetation removal or working on site, of all relevant conditions of
approval and associated statutory requirements.

2. If there is any change to the clearance requirement for the development, NEOEN is to
confirm the final clearance area and SEB offset requirement on finalising the deta iled
design of the Project prior to undertaking clearance that varies from this decision.

3. No clearance to occur until Development Approval has been obtained under the Planning,
Development and Infrastructure Act 2016.

Note: It is acknowledged that development approval was granted for (Application ID: 5332;
Application number: 422/V009/20) on the 3 March 2021.

4. Prior to clearance commencing, the applicant must define the area or trees approved for
clearance with markings, barriers, pegs, flags or temporary fencing. The markings, barriers,
pegs, flags or temporary fencing must remain in place, in good condition and clearly visible,
for the period in which clearance is occurring.

5. The Significant Environmental Benefit (SEB) (equivalent to 1,714.85 SEB Points) is to be
achieved by the applicant in accordance with the following management actions, which
must be completed prior to 1 July 2022;

a. Complete vegetation and fauna assessments of the SEB area as delineated in the
attached Plan numbered 2021/3219/422- 2 of 2;

b. Provide a report to the Native Vegetation Council to confirm the SEB points provided
by the SEB area (preliminary assessments have determined the area provides
7361.03 SEB points);

c. An SEB management plan to be provided to the Native Vegetation Council for
consideration and endorsement. The Management Plan must provide for the
permanent protection of the land for the purpose of growth of native vegetation and
management of environmental threats and degrading processes, and specifically
must address the following;

i. Permanent exclusion of stock. Stock grazing may be permitted on occasions,
but only if grazing is required for the sole purpose of ecological management
and undertaken in accordance with an approved management plan;
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ii. Where required, erect and maintain fences and gates in good stock proof

condition at all times. (Note: Where the adjoining land is to be kept free of
stock, no fencing is required unless grazing of the adjacent land is
proposed);

iii. Undertaking an effective and ongoing weed and declared animal pest
control program within the SEB area to ensure the successful regeneration of
native vegetation in the area.

d. Obtain ownership of the land containing a minimum area of 931.07ha in the area
delineated as the SEB area;

e. Transfer the ownership of the land to the Department for Environment and Water of
inclusion into a Reserve under the National Parks and Wildlife Act 1972;

f. Provide the Native Vegetation Council with evidence of a contractual arrangement
with the Department for Environment and Water for the implementation of the
approved SEB Management Plan, including the transfer of any funding for the
implementation of the Plan.

g. Any shortfall in SEB points provided by the SEB area that is required to offset the
clearance is to be achieved by making a payment into the Native Vegetation Fund
($446.69 per SEB point required). The amount required to be paid into the fund will
be determined by the Native Vegetation Council subsequent to the successful
completion of subsection b of this condition.

h. If the SEB area provides SEB points in excess of the points required in accordance
with this decision, the SEB points of credit will be available for future use to achieve
an environmental benefit required under the Act, or for the assignment of those
credits in accordance with Section 25B of the Act. The Native Vegetation Council
will consider the extent to which the attached conditions of this approval have been
complied with when considering any application to apply or assign credits and may
adjust the value of the credits accordingly.

i. The Native Vegetation Council reserves the rights to revoke the credits or refuse the
assignment of credits under Section 25B of the Act, if the Native Vegetation Council
are of the opinion that the applicant has failed to sufficiently comply with the
condition of this approval or the associated management plan.

6. If the Native Vegetation Council considers condition 5 has not be complied with prior to 1
July 2022, the SEB will be required to be achieved by making a total payment of
$765,998.72 into the Native Vegetation Fund ($726,065.13 to the Native Vegetation Fund -
GST exclusive and $39,933.59 Administration fee - GST inclusive) equivalent to 1,714.85
SEB points. The payment is to be made within one month of the invoice date.

7. Members of the NVC or a person who is an authorised officer under the Act may at a
reasonable time enter the property of the landowner for the purpose of assessing and
recording any matter relevant to this consent. A person undertaking such an assessment
may be assisted by other suitable persons. Any such inspection will only be taken after
there has been an attempt to contact the landowner.

8. Non-compliance with any of the conditions of this approval must be reported to the Native
Vegetation Council as soon as practical after the non-compliance being detected, but must
be within a maximum of seven days.  The report must include details of the nature of the
breach, the location and extent of the breach and the actions taken and associated timing
for completion of those actions, to address the breach.

9. No clearance is to occur until the attached form, “Decision Notification Acknowledgement”,
is signed and returned to confirm that the applicant and anyone else who is a party to the

6. Any shortfall in SEB points provided by the use of SEB points of credit required to offset the

clearance, as determined by the NVC subsequent to the completion of Condition 5, is to be
achieved by making a payment into the Native Vegetation Fund ($446.69 per SEB point
required).

The area where this landowner  ) has stated the existence of a WTE nest was not surveyed prior to 
DA assessment. Typically, except in cases of obvious need such as proximity to highly sensitive habitat, we do not 
attempt to survey neighbouring land around our projects due to the sheer amount of extra surveying that this would 
entail, especially on a project of Goyder’s scale. It is also typically much more difficult to obtain access to uninvolved 
land. This has never been identified by DEW as a problem to my knowledge. 

 verbally mentioned the presence of a WTE nest (though not its location) to Neoen around 3 months ago when 
we reached out to discuss an unrelated matter – a possible rotor blade easement on his land. We subsequently 
requested permission to survey the nest but he refused access to EBS Ecology.   has since made us aware that 
he has had the nest surveyed by  . 

 also mentioned that he has made DEW aware of the nest but again, has not responded to my request for more 
information (coordinates at a minimum). Thus, we cannot verify its existence, location, status or impact on the 
layout. Even if we had received the details collected by  , that gentleman is unfortunately well‐known 
for his stance on wind farms and we would have to insist on verification by EBS or another neutral organisation. 

If we are able to verify the location of the nest, it is unfortunately not practical at this late stage to alter the turbine 
layout even if it is within 1km. With construction due to commence within weeks, this would be catastrophic to the 
project. Furthermore, I will note that while 1km is Neoen’s preferred setback, there is another location on the 
project where a 500m setback has been employed out of necessity, so a sub‐1km buffer certainly has precedent on 
Goyder South (and sub‐500m buffers have been used at other projects). However, we remain fully committed to 
monitoring and minimising impacts, and we will of course comply with any reasonable measures requested by DEW 
or NVC.

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Cumulative impacts 

It is acknowledged that there is potential for wind farm projects across the mid north region to have cumulative 
impacts on flora and fauna species and communities. However, it is very difficult to quantify these potential impacts 
when impacts to individual species and communities are very specific to each project site. There is little documented 
information or data in relation to the actual impacts of existing projects across the Mid North region and it is 
therefore difficult to ascertain the extent to which the current project may add to them without undertaking a large 
review of all wind farm projects across the Mid North. Obviously this is not something Neoen is able to do of its own 
accord. 

While Goyder South has not specifically addressed cumulative impacts in relation to other wind farm projects, 
impacts have been thoroughly addressed within the project footprint. The focus of the project has been to build and 
develop a renewable energy project that has the least possible impact on the local environment, including flora and 
fauna species and communities, and design decisions have been made to avoid impacts even at significant 
additional cost to the project (such as deleting turbines or designing longer access road routes to avoid sensitive 
vegetation). Where impacts cannot be avoided, they will be offset. We thus aim to minimise the potential for the 
project to significantly add to the cumulative impacts of wind farm projects in the region. 

The potential cumulative impacts for the species of concern are discussed below. 

1. PBTL

Impacts on PBTLs are generally a result of the project footprint including potential direct impacts on the lizards and 
removal of their habitat. However, the project has minimised the potential for impacts on this species and its habitat 
through the design phase. There are few operating wind farm projects in the mid north region that are known to 
impact on PBTL or PBTL habitat as the majority either don’t have the species present or have avoided direct impacts 
through the design phase. It is also considered that the proposed PBTL offset (under the EPBC Act) will offset any 
residual impacts to the species. It is considered that this offset will also mitigate potential cumulative impacts of the 
project on PBTLs. 

Aside from project design, Neoen will also, of course, comply with all PBTL‐related measures prescribed in the EPBC 
approval (when this is obtained) to further minimise impacts during the construction and operations phases. 
Through EBS Ecology’s experience across numerous Mid North wind farms and Neoen’s own prior experience at 
Hornsdale Wind Farm, we have an excellent idea of what these measures are likely to comprise and have required 
our EPC contractor to commit to these. 

2. Raptors

Cumulative impacts of wind farms on raptors, particularly WTE, are difficult to estimate. The potential impacts to 
WTE are as a result of the operation of the wind farm more so than the footprint impacts of a wind farm. There is 
very little available data and a lack of monitoring of bird strike at many wind farm projects in SA, and therefore the 
actual impacts of a wind farm project, let alone cumulative impacts of multiple projects, is difficult to estimate. The 
design of the Goyder South wind farm and buffers around known nest sites is aimed at minimising the potential 
impacts which therefore reduces the potential of the project to significantly contribute to impacts across the region. 

3. Lomandra Grassland

Similar to the PBTL, the key impact on this vegetation community is generally the result of the project footprint 
impacting vegetation. Impacts to this vegetation community have been minimised, and Neoen have proposed a 
Lomandra offset under the EPBC Act to offset any residual impacts to the community. It is therefore considered 
potential impacts have been minimised. 

As with PBTLs, Neoen will comply fully with all Lomandra impact mitigation measures prescribed in the EPBC 
approval.

1. Splitting the decisions in not our preferred approach, however we recognise the issues that you have raised.
Therefore we will draft three separate decisions and seek NVAP’s endorsement for this approach (we don’t
expect any concerns from the panel regarding this proposal).

2. In relation to Building Rules Consent, the decision does mention that this only applies where relevant,
therefore it would not have an impact on your requirements. However for the purpose of clarity, we are
happy to remove the reference to Building Rules Consent.

3. In relation to the SEB shortfall, I am happy to have a discussion with you and Travis about this. Given that
the final SEB points to be assigned to the SEB area are not being determined tomorrow at the NVAP
meeting, there is no need to discuss it with the Panel at this stage. This is a discussion that can be had with
the Panel, if needed, at a later point in time once the additional surveys are complete and the management
plan has been development.

More generally regarding a presentation to NVAP, given that there has been a presentation to the NVC
previously, I don’t see that there is a particular need for Neoen to present tomorrow. Noting, the Branch has
not raised any particular concerns in our assessment of the application, therefore there is not much further
information that needs to be provided at this point in time.

Hi Adam, 

Just a few comments from us: 
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1. If possible, I would really appreciate splitting the approval into 1A, 1B and the OHL/substation assets. I
appreciate this is quite a pain, but there are some very good reasons for it:

a. 1B may proceed some time after 1A;
b. We are financing 1A and 1B separately, and it simplifies our financial close process enormously to

have split approvals because financiers do not need to worry about ‘cross‐breach’ caused by the
other project. This is the approach we’ve taken with EPBC and DAWE has accepted it, but I’d be
happy to go into more detail about the rationale here if needed.

2. Because we’ve used the s49 Crown development pathway, my understanding is that Building Rules Consent
isn’t really relevant to the project. Would it be possible to have that wording removed for clarity? Financiers
will scrutinise all our approvals so it is preferable to remove all possible sources of confusion.

3. We do have some queries around the SEB point shortfall. We feel this may be partially resolved with a more
detailed survey prior to drafting the management plan allowing us to increase some of the points ratings,
but prior to that, we’d also be keen to understand whether some of the unique qualities of the Gorge that
aren’t SEB‐measurable might be factored in. Would it be possible to have a discussion on this with Travis
and myself? If so, would it be best to do this with just yourself or during the Panel presentation?

Relevantly, Travis and I were wondering whether our presence at the Panel (remotely in my case) would be
useful, acknowledging that the project and Gorge proposal have already been presented previously.
Naturally we’ll take your guidance on this.

4. All the other conditions look great.

Hi Tom 

It has been some time since we have spoken.  

As you will be aware, Neoen’s Goyder South clearance applications are set to be considered by the Native 
Vegetation Assessment Panel next Tuesday. In preparation for the meeting, the Native Vegetation Branch has 
prepared draft conditions for consideration by the Panel, to be attached to the decision if approval is given. These 
draft conditions are provided below and are presented to give you an opportunity to make comment prior to the 
meeting should there be any areas of concern or in need of clarification.  

Please note, whilst Neoen provided three separate applications representing the different stages of the 
development, given that it is all part of the one development, the branch has completed its assessment and drafted 
the proposed conditions for all three stages as one consolidated decision. However, it has been drafted such that if 
one stage of the development does not proceed, that the obligations attached to the decision can be adjusted 
accordingly. 

Draft Conditions 
1) The applicant must ensure that only native vegetation approved for removal in accordance with this

decision is removed. Prior to clearance commencing, the applicant must advise all persons undertaking
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the vegetation removal or working on site, of all relevant conditions of approval and associated 
statutory requirements. 

2) If there is any change to the clearance requirement for the development, NEOEN is to confirm the final
clearance area and SEB offset requirement on finalising the detailed design of the Project prior to
undertaking clearance that varies from this decision.

3) No clearance to occur until Development Approval has been obtained under the Planning, Development
and Infrastructure Act 2016 (including Building Rules Consent where required).
Note: It is acknowledged that development approval was granted for (Application ID: 5332; Application
number: 422/V009/20) on the 3 March 2021.

4) Prior to clearance commencing, the applicant must define the area or trees approved for clearance with
markings, barriers, pegs, flags or temporary fencing. The markings, barriers, pegs, flags or temporary
fencing must remain in place, in good condition and clearly visible, for the period in which clearance is
occurring.

5) A Significant Environmental Benefit offset equivalent to 7928.78 SEB points, is required to offset the
proposed clearance. SEB requirements for each stage of the Project are:

6) The Significant Environmental Benefit (SEB) (equivalent to 7,928.78 SEB Points) to is to be achieved by
the applicant in accordance with the following management actions, which must be completed prior to
1 July 2022;
a) Complete vegetation and fauna assessments of the SEB area as delineated in the attached Plan

numbered 2021/3219/422‐4;
b) Provide a report to the Native Vegetation Council to confirm the SEB points provided by the SEB

area (preliminary assessments have determined the area provides 7361.03 SEB points);
c) An SEB management plan to be provided to the Native Vegetation Council for consideration and

endorsement. The Management Plan must provide for the permanent protection of the land for the
purpose of growth of native vegetation and management of environmental threats and degrading
processes, and specifically must address the following;

I. Permanent exclusion of stock. Stock grazing may be permitted on occasions, but only if
grazing is required for the sole purpose of ecological management and undertaken in
accordance with an approved management plan;

II. Where required, erect and maintain fences and gates in good stock proof condition at all
times. Fencing to be completed prior to undertaking the clearance. (Note: Where the
adjoining land is to be kept free of stock, no fencing is required unless grazing of the
adjacent land is proposed);

III. Undertaking an effective and ongoing weed and declared animal pest control program
within the SEB area to ensure the successful regeneration of native vegetation in the area.

d) Obtain ownership of the land containing a minimum area of 931.07ha in the area delineated as the
SEB area;

e) Transfer the ownership of the land to the Department for Environment and Water of inclusion into a
Reserve under the National Parks and Wildlife Act 1972;

f) Provide the Native Vegetation Council with evidence of a contractual arrangement with the
Department for Environment and Water for the implementation of the approved SEB Management
Plan, including the transfer of any funding for the implementation of the Plan.

g) Any shortfall in SEB points provided by the SEB area required to offset the clearance (7,928.78 SEB
Points required) is to be achieved by making a payment into the Native Vegetation Fund. The
shortfall is currently considered to be equivalent to 567.75 SEB points which requires a payment of
$240,339.22 ($227,809.69 to the Native Vegetation Fund ‐ GST exclusive and $12,529.53
Administration fee ‐ GST inclusive) to the Native Vegetation Fund, and is to be made within one
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month of the invoice date. The amount required to be paid into the fund will be determined by the 
Native Vegetation Council subsequent to the successful completion of subsection b of this condition. 

h) If the applicant advises the Native Vegetation Council that any of the proposed stages of clearance
(stage 1a, stage 1b and transmission line) will not proceed, the required SEB payment will be
adjusted accordingly and any surplus SEB points provided by the SEB area will be recognised as SEB
points of credit in accordance with Section 25A of the Act.

7) If the Native Vegetation Council considers condition 6 has not be complied with prior to 1 July 2022, the
SEB will be required to be achieved by making a total payment of $3,541,676.16 into the Native
Vegetation Fund ($3,357,039.02 to the Native Vegetation Fund ‐ GST exclusive and $184,637.14
Administration fee ‐ GST inclusive) equivalent to 7928.78 SEB points. The payment is to be made within
one month of the invoice date.

8) Members of the NVC or a person who is an authorised officer under the Act may at a reasonable time
enter the property of the landowner for the purpose of assessing and recording any matter relevant to
this consent. A person undertaking such an assessment may be assisted by other suitable persons. Any
such inspection will only be taken after there has been an attempt to contact the landowner.

9) Non‐compliance with any of the conditions of this approval must be reported to the Native Vegetation
Council as soon as practical after the non‐compliance being detected, but must be within a maximum of
seven days.  The report must include details of the nature of the breach, the location and extent of the
breach and the actions taken and associated timing for completion of those actions, to address the
breach.

10) No clearance is to occur until the attached form, “Decision Notification Acknowledgement”, is signed
and returned to confirm that the applicant and anyone else who is a party to the agreement,
understand and will comply with the decision, including all the associated conditions.

11) The applicant must adequately inform any prospective purchaser, lessee or occupier of the land affected
by conditions in this consent, of the relevant conditions.
